Revival of Interest in Dramatics 
Shows Need for New Department 

The unusual success which Duke Players is enjoying 
this year, and the enthusiasm which greeted their success 

" in "bringing Eva Le Galhenne's troupe here, makes us 
regret that there is not more accent placed upon dra­
matics here. 

There are always many similar groups of nationally 
known actors travelling around the country, bringing 
the really fine drama to just such places as this, where 
the average person does not: otherwise get a chance to 
see it. Many colleges sponsor a whole series of the legiti­
mate drama as a part of their educational program. 

Why is it not possible for the Duke Players, or even 
the university administration, to sponsor such a series 
for the Duke community to complement the University 
Concert series? Our musical opportunities are unsur­
passed; why shouldn't we be given the opportunity to 
see the best of the drama as well? 

- The present status of the Duke Players, its compe­
tence for its present needs notwithstanding, may not be 
sufficient to carry out a greater emphasis on that sort of 

The sudden revival of interest for dramatics, as evi­
denced by the great improvement In the student dramas 
on the campus, should be a sign that there is a need 
for an enlargement in tbe facilities for dramatics here. 
A recent action by the administration created a separate 
department for music study by adding several new 
courses in appreciation and technique. There is probably 
an even greater interest in drama and the stage; does 
this not then point to a similar action toward a dramatics 
department? —J. A. M.
