Why Do Educational Institutions 

! Subsidize Football? 
With a few noted exceptions, such as Chicago univer­

sity and Harvard university, it is a logical observation 
that American educational institutions feel they must 
subsidize football. 

By subsidizing we mean the existence with the sanc­
tion and support of University administrations of what 
might be called Football Corporations. These corpora­
tions have all the characteristics of our well known busi­
ness oganizations, even if they could not be so classified 
legally. The University administration corresponds to a 
board of directors, ,the coaching staff to the officers, the 
team to the product, the spectator to a combination stock­
holder-consumer, victories to dividends. Profits go back 
into the corporation for expansion and better products. 

We have a perfect example of one of these Football 
Corporations, existing side by side with a forty-two story 
Cathedral of Learning. This* Corporation, with all its 
details of organization, is presented in a current magazine 
article. It is given as a laboratory case history at col­
legiate hypocrisy; it tells of just one isolated struggle 
between an ambitious and proud head of a great Univer­
sity, and a popular and powerful coach who threatened 
to eclipse the educator's eminence. 

This story, which is compared to n nightmare, re­
veals the tremendous bonded indebtedness of the univer­
sity that built a gigantic football stadium; it reveals the 
actual salaries paid to the laboring players; it points out 
the sour publicity resulting in a widening breach and a 
final showdown between a Football Corporation and an 
educational institution. 

Again we ask why it is that institutions, whose pri­
mary purpose is education, must subsidize football: r 

We may not nave asked the right people, but here; axe 
the kinds of answers beard most often: (1) Notoriety, -
(2) a source of revenue by which other athletics may be 
supported, (3) to give athletes a chance to get an edu­
cation, (4) to have a team that can compete with other 
subsidized teams, (5) to cater to the great American love 
—a good football game, (6) to create a sense of school 
pride and spirit. 
Notoriety. 

There is little doubt that top-ranking football teams 
bring a school notoriety. But what does it mean to be 
known for having a powerful football team? Does it add 
the right kind of prestige and command the right kind 
of respect? Does a nationally famous football team attract 
the right kind of students? Some of our best universities 
have decided football notoriety is bad. 

\ A Source of Revenue. 

A If it can be substantiated that educational institutions 
/ 1 are justified in the source of revenue that supports their 

/ 1 other athletic teams, this is a beneficial by-product; but 
] to say that football must be subsidized, because it pays 
I fen* other athletics, is absurd. 

To Giue Athletes an Education. 

/' Some of the best students are good athletes, but it 
L . /does not follow that good athletes are good students. The 
/ facilities for learning offered by universities are there 

for men who want to study. It would be more correct to 
say that educational institutions must subsidize stu­
dents. To put athletes -first is to put the cart before' the 

To Compete With Others. 

Are universities and colleges competing as education­
al institutions or as football training camps? Is it so 
important to a school to have a nationally rated football 
team that they must run a small sized business organi-

To Cater to Love of Good Football 

Everyone likes to see football played well. We are 
told that we should have pride in this great and clean 
sport. We do. But wouldn't there be less contradiction of 
purpose if educational institutions did not feel compelled 
to subsidize the sport? Would football be any less clean 
and worthwhile as a truly amateur sport, if not as well 
played? 
To Create School Pride and Spirit 

We have never thought for a moment that school 
spirit and pride in accomplishment on the athletic field 
did not go hand in hand with intellectual endeavor. We 
have thought, however, that subsidized football is slowly 
smothering whatever real sport-spirit and school pride 
there is left. When students sit in a stadium and speculate 
jokingly on the salaries of the players who represent 
them, they hardly are urged to cheer long and loud or 
to sing their Alma Mater with much reverence. ^
