The rueful 

pessimist might say that this all sounds pretty enough 

but what can we do with all our unemployed and .that 

we can do nothing until we work some kind of miracle 

that will establish a new social system. We can answer 

him by saying that there would be no progress a t all if 

everyone's personal abilities were stifled by this kind of 

passive resignation. 

The men who see a frontier in medicine never cease 

to pioneer. Advances similar to the pellagra cure worked 

on by Dr. and Mrs. Smith of the Duke hospital have 

blazed trails in saving human life.

There is a frontier ahead and there will never fail to 

be one for men with initiative and vision.

Will Sorority Rush System 
Stand Up In Practice? 

If this were last year the East campus would now be 

in the throes of silent week—that unnatural and rather 

stupid period during which sorority members and their 

newly-made freshman friends pretended to be strangers 

But this year the system is going to be different.
