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Fuqua Business School

A 32-percent hike in next 

year's tuition at the Fuqua 
School of Business has students 
raising questions and adminis­
trators groping for answers. 

One reason, students and 
administration sources say, 
may be that the 11-year-old 
Fuqua School is trying to boost 
its prestige by being in the same 
price bracket as Harvard's 
business school. 

"I was under the impression 
that there might be a slight 
increase, but nothing like this," 
said Robert Ball, a second year 
business student regarding the 
tuition increase from $5,600 to 
$7,400. "I can't believe it." 

A source in the Fuqua School 
admissions office, who asked 
not to be named, said the tuition 
was raised because "we had to 
cut the gap between ourselves 
and more prestigious northeast­
ern business schools, like 
Harvard." 

"Our main competitors are 
getting over $8,000 and we had 
to get back in the race," the 
source said. 

David Miller, director of 
admissions, said that there was 
"some truth" to the idea that the 
tuition was increased to keep 
the Fuqua School in the same 
price range as more prestigious 
schools, but that it was "not 
entirely accurate." 

"There have been clear 

studies that show when a 
student has been admitted to a 
number of schools . . . price is 
not a deterrent," he said. 

"If students are paying $7,400 
for our competitors now, thereis 
no reason to suspect they won't 
pay it here. We will still be 
around $800 cheaper than our 
competitors." 

Miller cited the hiring of new 
faculty and the cost of the new 
business school building as 
primary reasons for the tuition 
boost. 

However, Roy' Lewiki, 
director of the MBA program, 
said tuition increases do not 
provide "the kind of money to 
bring in high-powered faculty. 
That comes from separate 
endowments." 

Atlanta entrepreneur J. 
Fuqua established a $10 million 
endowment to the business 
school — then called the 
Graduate School of Business 
Administration — in 1981. 
Construction on the new Fuqua 
School of Business building on 
Science Drive began soon after 
the gift. 

Lewiki also dismissed the 
notion that the increase is to 
pay for the new building. "It is 
foolish to say that we'll meet the 
building deficit with an 
increase in tuition." 

He denied that the purpose of 
the increase was to keep the 
Fuqua School in an elite price 
range. "We still lag behind our 
competitors by about $1,000.

"The perception that simply suggesting mild 
procedural reform was politically sensitive startled 
the chancellor into hiring an affirmative action 
officer, Delores Burke , and genera l ly 
acknowledging subtle forms of job-related sexism," 
she said. 

Pye issued a set of procedural guidelines for 
faculty search designed not to favor men over 
women. 

McKean, history professor Anne Scott; associate 
anthropology professor Naomi Quinn; continuing 
education director Jeane O'Barr; and anthropology 
professor Ernestine Friedl organized the network in 
1976. 

"The network was conceived to standardize 
hiring, tenure, and pay procedures to eliminate 
sexual bias," said associate professor of policy 
sciences Carole Stack, a network member. 

The network remains informal in structure. "We 
decided early to reject formal elements such as an 
officer, a constitution, and elections," said Gann. 

"Our meetings are loose, like Quaker meetings," 
added Scott. 

The network's goals are diverse, but are all 
derived from equity issues. "We want to remind the 
administration that they should energetically 

search for women, and that there are procedures," 
said McKean. 

Stack said she thinks the network i 
group" to share ideas and discuss current 
problems." 

Current network programs include a statistical 
survey of salary equity, a proposed grant program 
for a series of a women speakers, a liason system 
between the network and a women's study center 
shared by Duke and UNC, and a study to see how 
other schools institutionalize some of thenetwork's 
functions. 

History professor Ronald Witt said the network 
has made him more aware of women's issues. "This 
shows up in all ways, from hiring decisions to what 
I say in class," he said. 

Some network members are working on a law suit 
involving pension benefits. Separate annuity 
tables are used to figure retirement benefits because 
of the different mortality rates of men and women. 

"We want a unisex table," said assistant director 
of policy sciences Carole Beauchamp. 

When a women is considering a position on the 
Duke faculty, the women's network organizes a 
luncheon. The applicant can meet other women on 
the faculty, and learn about the political and social 
environment she'll find at Duke.

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Haig declares Falklands crisis 
hinges on players' flexibility

WASHINGTON — Secretary of State Alexander 
Haig Jr. described the Falkland Islands crisis 
Wednesday as "exceptionally dangerous" and said 
that both Argentina and Britain would have to show 
flexibility in their hitherto tough stands if a peaceful 
solution is to be achieved. 

In his most substantative statement since 
undertaking the intermediary role a week ago, Haig 
said that Argentine and British leaders had reassured 
hun and President Reagan Wednesday of their 
willingness "to go on working with us to reach 
a peaceful solution." 

However, as he announced that he would resume his 
mission by flying to Buenos Aires on Thursday, Haig 
expressed frustration with what he called the "deeply 

felt, and in many cases mutually contradictory" 
positions of the two sides. 

With the British flotilla continuing to head toward 
the islands, Haig said that to bring about a settlement 
"will require flexibility on both sides — not 
abandonment of principle — but responsible and 
defensible adjustments." 

Haig said that as a result of his last round of talks in 
London, and telephone conversations Wednesday, "I 
have developed new ideas which I have described to 
the Argentine government." 

Suggesting that the Argentines were willing to talk 
about the "ideas," he said that he had been invited to 
Buenos Aires and would do so on Thursday. 

His late Wednesday afternoon statement to the 
press came several hours after he had briefed Reagan 
at the White House on his shuttle diplomacy. 

Reagan considers budget compromise

WASHINGTON — President Reagan and White 
House aides Wednesday signalled Reagan's 
willingness to consider an income tax surcharge in an 
effort to break the stalemate with Congress on the 
budget for the fiscal year 1983. 

At the same time, Senate Majority Leader Howard 
Baker Jr. (R-Tenn.) joined the bipartisan effort to spur 
'Reagan toward a budget compromise by warning that 
he will instruct the Senate Budget Committee to write 
its own budget unless Reagan comes to terms with his 
congressional opponents by next week. 

The White House's conciliatory signal followed by 
one day a peace gesture from House Speaker Thomas 

"Tip" O'Neill Jr. (D-Mass.) who hinted Tuesday that 
he might abandon his opposition to limiting cost-of-
living increases on Social Security and other benefit 
programs if Reagan would agree to a heavier tax 
burden for the affluent. 

Such a trade-off between Reagan and O'Neill has 
emerged as the key element in the budgetary 
compromise that has taken shape in three weeks of 
secret negotiations between congressional leaders and 
Reagan advisers led by James Baker 3d, the White 
House chief of staff. 

However, officials on both sides say that no one is 
sure whether Reagan or O'Neill will approve the 
concessions their associates are discussing.

"We realized that prospective women care to 
know what to expect," said McKean. "They want to 
know if they'll be a creature in a zoo." 

Stack said that the luncheons serve a second 
purpose. "They bring us together, where we can 
share our work and thoughts." 

The women's network has never been a 
prominent organization. "We don't view ourselves 
as a public group," said McKean. Friedl, now dean 
of Trinity College, sees low visbility as a protective 
strategy. "The group serves itself well by not being 
too visible," she said. 

Sonje network members claim that a number of 
male faculty are suspicious and resentful of the 
network's quiet efficiency. One male profesor has 
confessed that he senses "an air of conspiracy in the 
network." 

"I sympathize with them. It's not unusual for 
people to fell suspicious of groups to which they 

According to Friedl, the network has "irritated 
some people in the administration at different 
times." She said that the group is most effective 
when it "operates with delicacy and tact." 

Friedl also said that some departments, used to 
independence in hiring and retention matters, are 
now "uncomfortable" under the network's close 
scrutiny. 

The overall number of female professors at Duke 
has increased by five since the network's origin, a 
small percentage of total hiring, yet most of the 
women interviewed said that they feel the network 
has been effective. 

"Life here is considerably better because of the 
women's network," said Stack. 

"Anyone who has been here over the past five 
yea r s , " Scott said, " h a s observed the 
consequences."

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Duke Players'(Equus'powerfully moving

Peter Shaffer's Equus is a powerful 
drama in itself. And Duke Players' 
production of Equus, which opened 
Wednesday in the Bryan Center's. 
Emma Sheafer Laboratory Theatre, 
brings the meaning and intensity of this 
play to its peak. The show's success can 
be attributed to excellent acting, 
directing and stage production. 

Equus is about the psychiatric 
treatment of a disturbed 17-year-old boy, 
Alan Strang, who has blinded six 
horses. Dr. Martin Dysart, the 
psychiatrist trying to discover the 
reason behind the brutal act, attempts to 
help resolve the conflicting emotions 
within the boy. 

More importantly, Equus, through 
examination of the various characters, 
raises the question of who can determine 
what is sane and what is insane in our 
society. It is this tension, created from 
questioning the definition of normality, 
that reaches the audience. 

Tension is not the only emotion 
conveyed in Equus. A sense of irony 
comes across in the humor of the play, 
and the characters, particularly Dr. 
Dysart, communicate this ironic humor 
to the audience especially well. 

Jeff Patterson, as the emotionally 
disturbed Alan Strang, demonstrates 
his ou t s tand ing act ing abi l i ty . 
Patterson's words are insignificant 
when compared to his actions. 

Throughout the performance, his facial 
expressions continually reveal Strang's 
conflicting emotions. His movements, 
particularly when he is with the horses, 
suggest the intended sexuality and are 
absolutely believable. Patterson's 
intense energy and the emotional 

of facial expression enhances this 
communication to the audience. Their 
excellent accents contribute to their 
effectiveness of their roles. Harris 
carries off his cockney accent 
beautifully while Anderson's polished 
one supports her demure character.

Harris and Jane Anderson, are well-
developed characters. As soon as they 
take the stage, both Harris and 
Anderson communicate the tension 
existing between the parents. Their use

Resurrecting the Con-

Held to his word 
There was good news on the front page 

of last Friday's Chronicle for all Duke 
students on financial aid. In a story titled 
"Sanford defends deans' actions," our 
University's president was quoted as 
saying he is "not as pessimistic as most 
people" on the subject of the Reagan 
administration's proposal to decrease 
federally supported student aid by one-
third. 

What's more, Sanford dismissed 
estimates by James Belvin, the director of 
undergraduate financial aid, that as many 
as 70 Duke students might have to leave 
Duke if Congress approves the aid cuts. 

"I don't believe there would be 70. . .but 
however many they are, they can come see 
me. I'm not going to have anyone packing 
their bags," Sanford said. "We're not 
going to respond [to cuts] in a mechanical 
way. We're going to respond in a very 
human way." 

Sanford also expressed optimism about 
the future of aid-blind admissions, a policy 
many schools will have to abandon in the 
face of the budget reductions. 

Whew! Words such as the president's 
could not have fallen on more appreciative 
ears. Those Duke undergraduates who 
receive aid can now breathe a collective 
sigh of relief if Sanford's words are more 

Let it be . 
Some people never seem to learn when 

enough is enough. 
Take, for example, Alexander 

McMahon, chairman of the Duke board of 
trustees. After months of campus debate, 
dissension and turmoil, the board 
announced two months ago that 
negotiations between Duke and former 
President Richard Nixon to house the 
Nixon library and/or museum on campus 
had been placed "on hold." The time 
wasn't right, said Duke counsel Eugene 
McDonald — the poor economy and the 
mood of Congress were factors blocking 
negotiations. 

Duke was relieved of the yoke of discord 
because of that decision. And to foresee 
future hassles, the administration 
promised not to proceed with negotiations 
until September, avoiding a replay of last 
summer's debacle. 

Independence, Mo. and Leavenworth, 
Kan. have come and gone since that time 
as possible sites for the Nixon library. But 
suddenly, two, weeks ago, at.ljie prodding 

than just soothing rhetoric. 
We would like to go on record as holding 

the president to his word come September 
1. About $2 million of Duke's $10 million 
financial aid program — consisting of 
public and private loans, grants and 
scholarships — comes from the federal 
government. And the $7.5 million Duke 
students received from the Guaranteed 
Student Loan program will, according to 
University estimates, be reduced to $4.5 
million next year. 

Therefore, keeping his gratuitous 
promise to the Duke undergraduates may 
predent a tremendous hurdle for Duke's 
top administrator and spokesman. But 
that does not mean that it should be taken 
lightly or simply dismissed as pure 
fantasy. Too much is at stake. 

The prospect that 70 students might 
have to leave the University simply 
because the financial status of their 
families is, at the very least, disquieting. 
The idea that a University official in Terry 
Sanford's position would do anything in 
his power to prevent such an exodus is, at 
the very least, heartening. Maybe the old 
stereotype of Duke administrators as "just 
a bunch of Allen Building bureaucrats" is 
unfounded afterall. Maybe. 

of McMahon, the executive committee of 
the board of trustees agreed to send 
McDonald to Washington to talk with 
Nixon attorney Stan Mortenson. His 
mission: to ascertain where the Nixon 
camp stands on the proposed library 
negotiations. 

Furthermore, according to McMahon, 
the issue of the separation of the library 
and museum — the central issue in the six-
month long campus debate — is still 
negotiable. 

Much has been left unanswered about 
Duke's most recent initiative with Nixon. 
But if these events amount to another 
attempt to bring the library here — putting 
negotiations on the front burner and 
sanctioning meetings during the summer 
months — then we have a right to know. 
This latest maneuver is just another 
reason for us to lose faith in the integrity of 
the administration. And if their motives 
are less than sincere, then we wish 
McMahon and the trustees would heed a 
simple message: enough is enough. 

This year's debate over fiscal policy has 
centered on Reagan's much maligned 
budget and what it should and should not 
cut. But two more long-range proposals 
have been largely neglected in fiscal policy 
debate — at least until now. These two 
proposals , the "ba lanced budget 
amendment" and the selling off of federal 
lands, are coming out of obscurity with a 
vengeance. 

The push for a balanced budget 
amendment has, up to this Congress, been 
mainly confined to the states, but has 
made great progress during that time. The 
National Taxpayer's Union, a libertarian 
citizens' lobby against high taxes and 
high spending, has led a drive for a 
Constitutional Convention. To have a 
Con-Con, two-thirds of the states must 
petition Congress to call one into session, 
as required by the Constitution. As for the 
specific procedures of the convention 
itself, the Constitution is largely silent. 
The Senate Judiciary Committee has 
discussed procedures in the past, but has 
been unable to agree on a resolution and 
pass it through Congress. 

Although NTU is deadly serious about 
calling a Con-Con, they readily admit that 
a chief purpose of their drive is to pressure 
Congress to report an amendment of their 
own. Such pressure is by no means new. 
Although there has never been a Con-Con 
since the original one, God bless its soul. 
Four successful amendments to the 
Constitution were reported by Congress to 
the states only after a Con-Con drive 
pressured them to do so. Congress, no 
matter of what ideological stripe, feels 
much more comfortable reporting an 
amendment than it does handing over the 
responsibility to a Con-Con. 

Last May, the Senate Judiciary 
Committee passed, for the first time, a 
balanced budget amendment. The new 
conservative tilt of the committee is 
certainly one cause of this new success, but 
the momentum of the Con-Con drive is 
certainly a factor as well. As of last May, 

30 states had called for a convention. On 
January 31, Alaska became the 31st state. 
Only three more states are necessary to 
call the convention, and Kentucky, Ohio, 
and Missouri are candidates to become 
those three states. So if Congress does not 
act, the amending process may be taken 
out of their hands. 

Majority Leader Howard Baker has 
promised that the amendment will be 
debated on the Senate floor this Spring. So 
far 52 Senators have sponsored the 
amendment. Like any amendment, it 
needs two-thirds votes of both the Senate 
and House to pass. If it passes the Senate it 
will come under Peter Rodino's (D-NJ) 
House Judiciary Committee. Rodino is 
very hostile to the proposal and may do all 
in his power to kill it. But he may be unable 
to. There is enough support for it in the 
House that a discharge petition to blow the 
bill out of committee to the floor may be 
successful, as may be attempts to have the 
Rules Committee report the bill to the 
floor. 

The proposed amendment is very 
flexible. It would require a balanced 
budget unless three-fifths of both Houses 
voted otherwise. The amendment also has 
provisions that would make it more 
difficult for Congress to raise taxes 
without actually voting for the increase. 
The amendment's provisions would be 
voided du r ing war t ime . A few 
Congressmen have complained that this 
amendment is not flexible enough, but 
most who have complained are big 
spenders. So their main problem with the 
amendment is really that it would put a 
crimp on their fiscally irresponsible, big 
spending styles — which it should. 

The second proposal that is gaining 
momentum is the selling off of federal 
lands. The federal government owns vast 
amounts of the United States, especially in 
the West. Of course, much of the land is 
national parks, military bases, and the 
like and should remain in the hands of the 
feds, but much of other lands are unused

and unseenic. Some estimate that the feds 
own $7 trillion or more worth of land, and 
that at least one trillion dollars of this land 
is not needed by the feds nor in need of 
protection. If this is true, then a 
responsible selling of lands could provide 
enough money to erase our national debt 
of more than $1 trillion. 

The national debt is a big cause of all the 
red ink that has been spilling around 
Washington. The interest that the 
government must pay on this debt 
amounts to about $100 billion a year. If we 
did not have to pay this interest, we could 
have a balanced budget today or in the 
near future. 

The Reagan Adminis t ra t ion is 
attempting to start selling off federal land, 
but to sell off the amount of land necessary 
to erase the national debt, authorization 
from Congress is necessary. Senator Jesse 
Helms and others have introduced 
legislation that would give such 
authorization. The support for such 
legislation is becoming more broad-based 
all the time. Senator Charles Percy (R-IL), 
not exactly a right-winger, has endorsed it, 
for example. 

The necessary legislation should be 
passed, but it should have provisions 
restricting the use of the funds from the 
sells. Otherwise, it would be too tempting 
to use the money for spending increases, 
thereby wasting what may be the last 
opportunity to erase the national debt 
which is such a drain on our economy. The 
legislation should earmark the funds 
mostly or entirely for the retirement of the 
national debt. 

In this age of red ink and an 
inconcievably large national debt, it 
seems a pipe-dream, at first, to talk of 
balanced budgets and erased national 
debts. Yet the above two proposals are 
reasonable paths to these momentous 
goals. We can restore fiscal soundness and 
responsibility to our government. 
Congress should pass these proposals this 
year to begin that restoration.

Men netters ice NCAA 
bid with 9-0 whitewash

When the spring campaign began almost three 

months ago, the goal of the Duke men's tennis team 
was to reach the NCAA championships. Even though 
they boasted more depth and talent than any recent 
Blue Devil roster, the Duke players knew the journey to 
Athens, Ga. would be a long and arduous one. 

Recognition came slowly. But as the weather got 
warmer, so did the Devils. 

Victories began to pile up; Duke crept up the polls 
and confidence bloomed. Finally, after an emotional, 
hard-fought 6-3 win over fifth-ranked Clemson ten 
days ago, the goal was in sight. 

Wednesday afternoon, after a 9-0 victory over North 
Carolina in the season finale on the West Campus 
courts, that goal became reality. 

When Russell Gache completed a 6-2, 3-6, 6-1 
triumph over the Tar Heels' John Grigg at sixth 
singles, he assured the Blue Devils of their 19th 
straight win and guaranteed them a berth in the 
NCAA tournament. 

Duke will attend the 16-team event in mid-May as 
the Region II and Atlantic Coast Conference 
champions. The 13th-ranked Blue Devils finish the 
season with an overall mark of 31-3 and a 7-0 record in 
the ACC.

Devils blow 5-0 lead in 
final game at Coombs

The game had been over for a while, but L.K. 

Thompson couldn't get the thought out of his mind. 
"You know," the Duke designated hitter said, "we 

can beat these teams." 
Thompson may be speaking the truth, but the Blue 

Devils have done little this season to back up his 
assertion. Again Thursday, they snatched defeat from 
the jaws of victory, allowing North Carolina to 
overcome a 5-0 defecit and take an 8-6 decision at Jack 
Coombs Field. 

The loss was Duke's third in four outings, and left 
the 16-9-1 Devils with a 3-5 record in the Atlantic Coast 
Conference. North Carolina moved to 20-23, 5-5. 

The Tar Heels began their comeback in the sixth 
inning. Two errors by shortstop Tom Brassil 
contributed to a four-run, three-hit Carolina rally that 
pulled the Heels within one at 5-4. The final run of that 
frame came on a nifty two-out double-steal. 

A Blue Devil team meeting in the middle of the sixth 
failed to stem the North Carolina uprising. The Heels 
struck for three more off Duke starter Ken Fay to move 
out in front at the next opportunity, and were never 
headed. 

Designated hitter John Marshall stroked an RBI 
single and second baseman Jeff Hubbard lined a two-

Reviews mixed on Duke recruits after star games

CHICAGO, Apr. 12 — Neither Johnny Dawkins nor 
Weldon Williams, two of Duke's verbally-committed 
high school basketball stars, exactly lit up the 
Rosemont Horizon Saturday night with spectacular 
performances in two all-star games. 

Dawkins, a 6-2 deadeye shooter from the big guard 
position at Mackin High in Washington, D.C, 
handled the point guard duties for the losing East 
squad in the McDonald's All-America game. While 
he showed great speed and ballhandling ability and 
committed very few turnovers, Dawkins appeared 
uncomfortable shooting from the point, as his one-for-
nine field goal percentage indicated. 

Two weeks ago, in the Capital Classic in Landover, 
Md., Dawkins was named the game's most valuable 
player after scoring 19 points from the off-guard 
position. "Two weeks ago it was my night," Dawkins 
said after the Horizon game. "But with all the great, 
great players [in games like these], it's going to be 
someone else's turn the next time." 

On his adjustment to point guard, Dawkins added, 
"There are obviously a lot of things I have to learn, and 
I'll spend all summer going to the playgrounds and 
camps to work it out, particularly on shooting from the 
point." 

Dawkins also indicated that Duke coach Mike 
Krzyzewski, who was in attendance along with at 
least 50 other NCAA coaches Saturday night, has led 
him to believe that the Blue Devil guards will not be 
distinguishable as point or shooting guards. Rather, 
each guard will have both ballhandling and scoring 
responsibilities. 

Williams scored eight points in 16 minutes of play 
for the victorious Suburban All-Stars in the Chicago 
Tribune's City-Suburban All-Star game, the 
preliminary at the Horizon. A consensus All-State 
squad member, Williams started but saw limited 
action as the Suburban team — coached by former 
Chicago Bull John-''Crash" Mengelt •-•-•routed the-

heavily favored City team. The 6-6 forward limited the 
players he guarded to four points and had three steals 
and two blocked shots. 

* * * 
What follows is a sequence of comments and 

observations picked up on the sidelines: 
•DeMatha High coach Morgan Wooten, whose 

Hyattsville, Md.-based Stags play Dawkins's Mackin 
team at least twice a year, on Duke's premier recruit — 
"If he were on my team, he'd play big guard. The name 
of the game is not to make players fit certain roles, but 
to develop roles for the skills of certain player* 

"Johnny is such an amazing shooter that we used to 
call him "Instant Offense." 

•Sonny Hill, former CBS basketball analyst and 
current high school and college basketball guru, on 
Dawkins — "The transition Johnny's trying to make 
to point guard is no easy trick. Duke can certainly use 
his skills to push the ball up the floor, and Johnny is 
the kind of athlete who, with work, can combine that 
with being a great shooting guard. 

Prospects sign 
All four basketball recruits who were expected 

Thursday to sign letters-of-intent to attend Duke 
apparently have done so. 

According to Duke Sports Information Director 
Tom Mickle, coach Mike Krzyzewski and his staff 
were to telephone the SID office only if something 
went wrong. As of last night, there had been no call. 

The Duke staff scattered throughout the nation 
Thursday, to gain the signatures of 6-2 Johnny 
Dawkins, 6-9 Bill Jackman, 6-8 Mark Alarie and 6-8 
Jay Bilas. Assistant coach Bobby Dwyer will be in 
nearby Norlina today to sign 6-5 David Henderson, 
while Krzyzewski flies to Chicago Friday for the 
signing of 6-6 Weldon Williams.

"Two reasons for that. One, he has a tremendous 
attitude and really listens and tries to absorb when 
he's being coached. Two, he has just great, great, great 
athletic ability." 

•Howard Garfinckel, owner of the famed Five Star 
basketball camp and perhaps America's foremost 
expert on recruiting, on Dawkins — "I'll let you in on a 
little scoop. Basketball Times asked me to rate a high 
school basketball All-America squad, and I wrote one 
for the first time after dozens of previous requests. 
Johnny Dawkins is on the first five. 

"He's the purest guard to go into the ACC in several 
years. He'll be an instant success at Duke, maybe ACC 
rookie of the year." 

•Billy Packer, CBS college basketball expert, on 
Williams — "I don't think he'll be a great college 
player, though he can be an excellent role player. I met 
him at the McDonald's banquet last night and was 
extremely impressed with what an enthusiastic, 
bright kid he is." 

•Garfinckel on Williams — "He won't walk in and 
take over Cameron Indoor Stadium overnight. He 
comes from a small suburban school [Crete Monee, 
111.], and hasn't had the great competition. The best he 
faced was at the Five Star camp, but that's only two 
weeks and it takes longer than that 

"His potential is tremendous. He's got a great body, 
excellent quickness, is fine defensively and jumps 
well. Plus, he's gotta be one of the five greatest kids 
ever at Five Star. What a great personality. I like to 
think kids like that can't miss." 

•Packer, on Durham prep star Curtis Hunter's 
decision to go to North Carolina —"I'm not surprised. 
Remember, they didn't have to recruit him. They just 
'anointed' him." 

•Krzyzewski,on the recruitment of Hunter —"We 
knew we were second the whole time." 

•Garfinckel, on Duke's recruiting year —"I'd rate 
them number one in the country, based on the fact that 
they have Dawkins plus five more top-50 or top-75
