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Arlosorov back on team
after court intervenes

Nine months after he was disqualified
from intercollegiate competition,
second-year Duke tennis player Chaim
Arlosorov has regained his eligibility —
at least temporarily.

A state court in Durham Tuesday
approved arestraining order against the
NCAA that will allow Arlosorov to
rejoin the Blue Devils pending the
results of a Mar. 7 hearing on a
preliminary injunction.

According to a statement released by
the University late Tuesday, the
restraining order will enable Arlosorov
to accompany the Devils to this
weekend's Corpus Christi (Tex.)
Invitational. Arlosorov posted a 32-7
record and earned All-America honors
in leading the Blue Devils to their first
Atlantic Coast Conference championship
last spring.

The ACC's 1982 player of the year and
individual champion at No. 1 singles,
Arlosorov was declared ineligible in
June by the NCAA. In reaching its
decision, the governing body of major-
college athletics cited rule 5-1-(d)-3 of its
bylaws.

That rule states “any participation by
a student as an individual or as a
representative of any team in organized
competition in a sport . . . during each
12-month period after l.ho student’s 20th.
birthday shall count as one year of
varsity competition in that sport.
Participation in organized competition
during time spent in the armed services

sshall be excepted.”

Arlosorov, had spent three years in
the Israeli army and then played two
and one-half years of tournament tennis
before matriculating at Duke. In at least
te appeals to the NCAA,
Duke off ‘ontended that Arlosorov
should be exempt from rule 5-1<(d)-3,
since the rule was adopted in 1980 —
more than a year after Arlosorov’s 20th
birthday

When the NCAA denied the repeated
appeals, Arlosorov took his case to the
state court, charging that the NCAA
and Duke violated his constitutional
rights in restraining him from
intercollegiate competition.

“Duke has been joined in the suit as a
necessary pdrtv as a matter of

procedure,” said David Harlow,
Arlosorov’s attorney. “The ultimate
thing we are contesting is the

constitutionality of the NCAA rule.”

Arlosorov referred all comment to
Harlow, and University counsel Eugene
McDonald could not be reached Tuesday
night.

First-year tennis coach Steve Strome
said he plans toinsert Arlosorov into the
lineup immediately — but not at the No.
1 spot presently occupied by senior Mare
Flur.

“I'm pleased, obviously,” said Strome,
whose team currently sports a 5-5 record.
“We had a feeling this was going to
happen, so we've been working Chaim
out with the team. We're going to put
him in at No. 2 and play it by ear and
wait until he gets his confidence back.”

Strome said he will pair Arlosorov,
rather than Flur, with Mike Smith at No.
1 doubles. Russ Gache and Will White
will form the second doubles tandem,
while Flur will team with Jim Easthom,
Todd Ryska or Jim Latham at No. 3.

Strome said he ignoring the
possibility that Arlosorov will again
become ineligible should Arlosorov lose
his bid for a preliminary injunction.
“I'm operating under the assumption
that he’s eligible. I'm not doing
anything beyond that,” Strome said.
“However, we will continue to play the
seven people who have been playing in
the matches all year.”

Strome said he would rotate the lower
half of the lineup to allow all eight
players to participate in some matches.

The 38th ITT Key Issues Lecture
Series entitled the ‘“Interest Rate
Dilemma” opened yesterday with Duke
President Terry Sanford and James
Tobin, professor of economics at Yale
and 1981 Nobel Prize-winner in
economic science, saying that high
interest rates must be lowered for a
sustained economic recovery, but
disagreed on specific methods to lower
them.

Sen. Jake Garn (R-Utah), chairman of
the Senate committee on banking,
housing and urban affairs, closed the
first day of the two-day conference with
a more general address and said that
deregulation of the banking system is
needed to prevent a financial drain from
more rural areas to the money centers
that finance the national debt.

Tobin urged an expansion of the
money supply to lift the economy out of
the ‘“current depression” and into a
strong sustained recovery. This
monetary stimulus will lower today’s
deficit and thus debt and interest
payments in future years, he added.

Tobin also criticized supporters of the
‘“Bipartisan Appeal,”” a policy
advertisement that appeared in major
newspapers calling for tax increases
and spending cuts in 1985 to bring
deficit levels down, for ignoring
monetary policy as an instrument
affecting interest rates. Duke President
Sanford was listed as one of the nearly
500 co-signers.

fiscal contraction that these leaders
advocate and that has in part been
implemented by Congress with
monetary expansion, Tobin said. “Both
fiscal and monetary policy are needed to
lower interest rates, but now and in the
future the ballisin the Federal Reserve’s
court.” Fiscal policy refers to levels of
taxation and government spending and
all other budgetary matters while
monetary policy applies to the money
supply and interest rates.

Lamar Smith, chief economist for
Garn’s committee and one of the
“discussants” who analyzed the speech,
disagreed with Tobin’s request for more
monetary stimulus and said “in the
fourth quarter of 1982 M1 increased by
14 percent and in the first month of 1983
by 30 percent. Most would consider this
[increase] considerable.”

The Federal Reserve uses M1 as one
measure of the nation’s money supply.

Garn said the shift of funds from
banks to non-banking institutions
acting as banks and subsequent drain
on small rural banks can be reversed by
deregulating the banking system,
enabling them to compete on an equal
footing with new types of financial
institutions.

On Oct. 18, 1982, President Reagan
signed into law a bill allowing banks to
set-up new money market accounts.
Garn said these new instruments will
increase interest rates in the short-run,
but will benefit L they
have a wider range of choices for their
savings.

DUFS lawsuit dismissed

The small claims suit brought against
the Duke University Food Services by a
student hoping to receive his remaining
meal plan point money was dismissed
from court yesterday after a magistrate
found no breach of contract on the part
of the University.

Grant Simons, a Trinity sophomore,
sued Duke, claiming the University had
broken the board contract by changing
prices and service hours while the spring
semester was in progress.

According to Simons, the meeting
with a Durham magistrate lasted for
approximately 30 minutes during which
both parties presented their cases.

Louis Guillette, DUFS director, said
the issues brought up by Simons were
refuted in the discussion and had been

covered by the board contract.

The contract states, “pre-set point
values for meals may change for spring
semester,” and that the “administration
reserves the right to determine
operational requirements.”

Guillette said his case stressed that,
“we have a large array of service,” and
that under the contract, “there is a
financial commitment of Lhe students to
:upport the food services.”

“I think I was right,” said Simons,
who said the meeting was fair but added,
“I'm starting to wonder if legal
questions involve the same things as
ethical questions.”

While Simons said he hoped his suit
would stress the need for direct action
against’ DUFS, he does not yet have
more plans for getting his point money.

Supreme Court ruling

WASHINGTON — The Supreme
Court heard arguments Tuesday on
whether to relax its 69-year-old rule
excluding illegally seized evidence from
admission at a criminal trial.

The case before the Court: a narcotics
prosecution from Illinois has become the
centerpiece of a renewed debate over the
costs and benefits of the so-called
exclusionary rule. It was initially
argued last October as a rather routine
case involving the validity of a search
warrant.

The justices then scheduled it for an
unusual second argument, instructing
the parties to focus this time on whether
the e sionary rule “should to any
extent be modified,” for example, by
permitting the use of evidence obtained
in the mistaken but “reasonable” belief
that the search was constitutional.

The Court’s cryptic reargument order
transformed the .case into potentially
one of the most important of the term,
but Tuesday’s argument, before a
capacity audience, was something of an
anti-climax, raising as many questions
as it answered about what the Court
intends to do with the case.

Several justices appeared uncertain
whether.the case gave the Court the best
possible vehicle for addressing the
exclusionary rule. James Keilley, the
lawyer representing the narcotics
defendants, Lance and Sue Gates, told
the justices that because the Illinois
courts apply their own exclusionary rule
as a matter of state law, a Supreme
Court ruling on the scope of the Federal
exclusionary rule would be only an
“advisory opinion” that would not affect
the outcome of the case.

The police in Bloomingdale, Illinois
executed a warrant to search the Gates’
car and found 350 pounds of marijuana.
But, because the warrant was obtained
partly on the bias of an anonymous tip
— a letter informing the police that the
couple was about to complete a large
narcotics transaction in Florida — the

Illinois courts ruled that it was invalid
and that the evidence could not be used
at trial.

“The price the exclusionary rule
exacts is simply too high,” Paul Biebel
Jr., first assistant attorney general of
Illinois, told the court.

“We have a serious case here,” he said.
“We have people who are undoubtedly
drug couriers, but the evidence has been
suppressed.” Biebel said the Supreme
Court had first created the exclusionary
rule to deter “flagrant acts” of police
misconduct, but that as applied today,
the rule “excludes no matter what the
error, large or small.”

“The rule simply does not work in a
situation where, as here, it's hard to see
what the police did wrong,” he said.

Biebel said that because a judge or
magistrate who issues a search warrant
is in the best position to evaluate the
evidence, the courts should give “great
deference” to a magistrate’s conclusion
that there was probable cause to believe
a search would uncover evidence of a
crime. “Since pruhdble cause deals only
in probabilities,
allowed for some mistakes to be made,
the mistakes of reasonable men.”

Keilley, arguing for the defendants,
told the Justices that if the Court created
a “good faith” exception for illegally
seized evidence, “the police will err in
favor of questionable conduect.”

Kex L. Lee, the solicitor general,
argued for the Justice Department on
behalf of Illinois. “Surely judicial
integrity suffers when highly relevant
and probative evidence is withheld from
the participants in the courtroom who
need it the most,” he said, referring to
the jury.

Lee said the government was not
urging outright abolition of the
exclusionary rule because “that question
is not before the court.”

“It is a close question whether the
exclusionary rule itself is justifiable,” he
continued, but the question of whether to
excuse a good faith mistake is “easier.”

DURHAM (AP) — Duke researchers
have found a structure in the lens of
the eye that may help explain
cataracts or keep the lens
transparent.

The Duke group is studying the
structure through a grant of about
$330,000 from the National Eye
Institute.

“This is very exciting. We think we
may be onto something very
important,” said J. David Robertson,
Duke anatomy department chairman.

Robertson and Duke anatomy
assistant professors Thomas J.
Mclntosh and M.J. Costello are
examining the components of the
newly described structure and
looking for clues about what it does.

The unidentified structure had
been seen before, Robertson said. But
scientists thought it was a gap
junction, a connection between cell
membranes that allows tiny bits of
nutrients to pass from cell to cell.

Robertson said the new structure
has a different sequence of amino
acids and more proteins than gap
junctions and appears wavy rather

than straight like a gap junction.

He described the gap junction as a
“specialized way of communication
between cells, of transporting ions
from one place to another.” He and
two other scientists discovered it in
1962. As the lens is formed, cells
stretch lengthwise and stack on top of
each other, layered somewhat like an
onion, Robertson said.

The cells at the center of the lens
lose all of their parts except the thin
plasma membrane and, inside the
membrane, a highly concentrated
solution of proteins called
crystallines.

The center cells are never replaced
and couldn’t be sloughed off because
they are surrounded by other cells, he
added. Nutrients from the blood must
get through the corecellsif they are to
survive.

He said the paper Duke researchers
submitted on the new structure was
first rejected by the Journal of Cell
Biology, then accepted and published
in the journalin April after Robertson
appealed to journal editors to send it
to new reviewers.

“Whenever a warrant is issued,”
associate Justice John Paul Stevens
asked Lee, “is the police officer justified
in going forward with the search?”

‘Outlaws’ motorcycle club
linked to organized crime

CHICAGO (AP) — The Outlaws
motorcycle club is a “sinister criminal
association” and a serious threat to
public safety; says a report by federal
prosecutors in a “white slavery” case
involving a North Carolina woman.

The report links the club, with 2,000
members in 31 chapters in the United
States and Canada, to organized crime,
the murders of two exotic dancers and
an Outlaws’ chieftain in Chicago, and
recommends life prison terms for three
members convicted of white slavery.

Prepared by the office of U.S. Attorney
Dan K. Webb, the report was published in
Tuesday’s Chicago Tribune, which
obtained a copy in advance to U.S.
Senate hearings Friday in Chicago. The
report says the club is tied to gangsters
to control organized vice in Chicago.
Senate hearings also are in progress in
Washington.

The report said the Outlaws’ alleged
mob-linked activities .pose a serious
threat to public safety; its chief is a man
with “life and death” power; one of his
lieutenants has “no regard for human
life,” and another henchman is a
“veritable powder keg waiting to be lit.”

It outlines the Chicago-based club’s
purported violence, drug trafficking and
other crimes, including two murders in
North Carolina and the kidnapping
there of Betty Darlene Callahan, 25, of
Asheville, N.C., who was held captive
and allegedly forced to engage in sexual
orgies for 44 days beginning in
December 1981.

The federal document said the
Outlaws first surfaced in Chicago as a
major criminal group in the mid-1970s,
eventually establishing chapters
throughout the country and in Canada.
Since 1977, it asserts, the club and
“representatives” of Chicago mob boss
Anthony Accardo have engaged
cautiously in a ‘“loose alliance,”
ostensibly to control and share in the
profits or organized prostitution in
Chicago.

Richard L. Miller and William R.
Coulson, prosecutors in a white slavery
case involving Ms. Callahan, an
admitted prostitute, compiled the 48-
page report and more than 100
accompanying exhibits for Judge
Marvin E. Aspen of U.S. District Court
in Chicago and investigators led by Sen.
Strom Thurmond, R-S.C.

Aspen is scheduled to sentence five
men, including Outlaws leader Thomas
Stimac, 32, of suburban Hinsdale, on

March 10 on convictions from the
abduction of Ms. Callahan.
Two U.S. Treasury agents; whose

research proved the basis for much of
the report, also are among witnesses for
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Illinois Supreme Court’s decision that
the warrant was issued without
probable cause, then the evidence
against the Gates couple would be
admissable in the state courts and the
exclusionary rule question would
become irrelevant to the case.

The Supreme Court is expected to
decide the case, Illinois v. Gates, No. 81-
43U, within the next four months.

the Senate hearing. They are Richard
Paul and John Malone of the Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms.

The report calls on Aspen to impose
life sentences on Stimac and two co-
defendants, Allan Ray Hattaway, 32,
and Gary Miller, 33, both of Asheville.
Lesser sentences are recommended for
defendants Marty Curran, 39, of
Chicago, and Robert G. Burroughs, 36,
of Montreal.

The men were convicted last
November and are held under $1 million
cash bonds in the Chicago Metropolitan
Correctional Center.

Stimac is described in the report.as
having “life or death” power, and
Hattaway as an Outlaws hit man “with
no regard for human life.”

Curran was described as “a veritable
powder keg waiting to be lit” and the
government recommended that he be
sentenced to a maximum of 20 years.

The report said Burroughs “calls the
shots” for Outlaws’ activity in Canada.
Miller, although not a club member, was
portrayed as a leading drug supplier for
the club.

The kidnapping of Ms. Callahan, the
report said, was “only one frame” in the
club’s “ongoing pattern of criminal
activities,” which, it said, included
organized trafficking in cocaine and
bootleg “Canadian blue” Valium, which
is turned out in clandestine drug
laboratories in that country.

The report contained disclosures
dealing with three unsolved killings.
The victims were:

— Debra Elmhorst, 23, an exotic
dancer and alleged former girlfriend of
Stimac, who was shot to death in
Chicago on Aug. 6, 1981.

— Kimberly Kalas, 17, of suburban
Brookfield, who was strangled and
stabbed on July 27, 1982 after leaving
her job as an exotic dancer at Club
Algiers in suburban Lyons.

— John Klimes, an Outlaw chieftain
who was killed when a bomb exploded
under the seat of a pickup truck he was
driving in suburban McCook on Oct. 9,
1981.

The report said Ms. Elmhorst was
killed by Outlaw biker Rene Jockjo Rey,
who was found fatally shot in his car on
May 1, 1982; and it implicated Stimac in
the slaying of Klimes in a power
struggle.

The report said the Outlaws supply
women for Club Algiers, that Ms. Kalas
met with Stimac on the day of her death
and that she had boasted to friends of
being a police informant.
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The report also documented an alleged
plot to kill two government witnesses
testifying against the Outlaws.




All quiet on the Warren fro

here have been few arrests since

September, and the headlines no

longer crowd the front pages of
newspapers across the state. But the
hazardous wastes landfill in Warren
County still is in the forefront of the minds
of many county citizens

According to two hazardous waste experts
who have traveled to waste sites across the
country, the waste landfill in Warren
County is “falling apart faster than any
site we've been to.”

“We can see holes on the surface of the
dump in the plastic cover, and we saw
erosion down into the PCBs,” said Ruffin
Harris and Trish Hubbard, workers for the
Washington, D.C.-based Hazardous
Waste Organizing Alliance. They were in
Warrenton last weekend, where they
showed slides of hazardous wastes sites
around the country to concerned citizens,
and drew several comparisons to the site
in Warren County.

State officials defend the safety of the
landfill, however, saying that it has
always been sound.

“The landfill is sealed up,” said Bill
Phillips, the project director of the PCB
clean-up and assistant to the secretary of
the N.C. Department of Crime Control and
Public Safety. “There is no possibility for
water to get into the PCB dirt” because the
compacted clay underneath the plastic
liner over the landfill is intact, he said.

State officials decided to place the
landfill in Warren County in 1979 after the
Environmental Protection Agency
approved the site. The PCB originally was
dumped along 210 miles of North Carolina
roads by the Raleigh-based Ward
Transformer Co.

Last September, the state began to haul
the 50,000 tons of PCB — polychlorinated
biphenyl, which is a substance used to
insulate electrical transformers — to be
deposited in the dump. In the six weeks
during which the state filled the dump,
more than 500 people were arrested for
impeding traffic by trying to stop the
trucks from dumping the soil in the
landfill.

The protestors cited studies proving that
EPA approved landﬁlls have leaked as

their cause for concern.
Many people also think Warren County
was chosen for the landfill because of its
proportionately high black population
and because the residents lack political
leverage.
Diffusion of PCB, although not harmful
in‘low concentrations, does not ensure that
people will be safe from its long-term
effects.
According to David Wilson, professor of
environmental chemistry- at Vanderbilt
University, “PCB bio-accumulates.” This
means that any PCB which enters the
body remains there,
Karnowski said there usually is no need
to worry about the substance, however.
“There are PCBs everywhere; [ have them,
he said.
Despite Karnowski's reassurance,
however, many Warren County residents
— and others — arestill worried. “We have
a time bomb in Warren County,” said the
Rev. Luther Brown, the pastor of a Baptist

1church that is two miles from the
dumpsite.

One current danger of the landfill, many
citizens think, is that water from recent
heavy rains has seeped into the landfill,
which might cause it to rupture. Ken
Ferruccio, president of Citizens of Warren
County, estimated there are 600,000
gallons of excess water in the dump. State
officials said this figureis too high, though
they don’t know how much is there, either.

State engineers refuted the protestors’
charges that the hazardous-wastes dump
poses a safety threat. “The landfill has
been sound all along,” Phillips said. “The
dump is certainly not eroding away;
cosmetically, the dump looks nice.”

Although engineers have added another
layer of topsoil to the surface of the landfill
to fill in sections where rain had washed
away the soil which covers the plastic lining
that envelopes the dump, many citizens
remain skeptical that the landfill is as
sound as government officials say it is.

Phillips said most of the soil is still on
the landfill, therefore keeping it intact. He
added that a contractor placed a few pipes
around the landfill about seven weeks ago
to help the water drain off the surface.

According to Harris, however, the pipes
run uphill, and so do not help the rain run-
off.

Soil run-off on the top of the dump is not
the only problem that the landfill faces.

Waist-high dredges of erosion surround
the sides of the site. While erosion on the
side of the dump does not affect the
contaminated soil directly, the gulleys
detract from the overall soil pressure on
the dump and weaken the walls around the
site.

According to one state official, the
erosion around the sides of the dump
actually is beneficial, because it means
that water is running off, rather than
seeping into the landfill.

“The erosion on the side of the landfill
mdlcates that the landfill is doing its job,”

aid Tom Karnowski, an engineer who
represents the environmental health
section of the N.C. Department of Human
Resources. “The water is draining off the
surface of the landfill and causing these
deep dredges because no water is entering

Karnowski acknowledged that one
gulley was so eroded that it was over his
head when he stepped into it. But he added
that, “The site has been mulched heavily
during the past week and a large net has
been placed over the landfill.”

However, Harris and Hubbard from the
H d Waste O izing Alliance
said they think the erosion around the
Warren County landfill is not a sign of
safety, but a sign of danger.

Erosion is detrimental, they said,
because the landfills are supposed to be
safe for 500 years, the age at which PCBs
decompose. But if the dump has eroded
after only two months, Harris and
Hubbard said, the landfill might not last
that long.

They told the group of about 50 citizens
who had watched their slide show on
hazardous waste sites that they saw at the
Warren County landfill “one gulley
deepen 12 to 15 inches in 24 hours after a
snowfall.”

Erosion, however, is not the landfill's
only potential problem. Henry Rooker, a
Warren County resident, has photographs
of the plastic liner bubbling up from the
site. To alleviate this problem, state
officials followed EPA orders and poked
holes and placed pipes in the poly-vinyl
chloride (PVC) liner to let the gases escape.

The liner was gathered around the pipe
and tied with a industrial wire, which
Harris likened to a garbage-bag tie.

Phillips said the accumulation of
“methane gas caused the dump to balloon

up in places.” Methane is a natural by-
product which is produced as organic
matter decays; it is a combustible natural
gas, but its toxicity is considered
negligible. An N.C. State University
professor and Jane Sharp, president of the
N.C. Conservation Council, confirmed
Phillips’ account. ‘
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filter system to sample the concentration
of PCB as the excess water is pumped out.

Karnowski, however, said thereis such a
device. He said devices will be used to
monitor the flow of PCBs and to ensure
that they are removed from the water.

Skepticism runs high in the minds of
Harris and Hubbard. They think the water
will be run through the filtering device at
the wrong rate, and then deposited into the
holding pond in a contaminated form.

Phillips said the state’s original plan
was to “discharge this water into Rich
Neck Creek.” Karnowski said the current
plan is “to spray the water on top of the
landfill and to allow it to evaporate.” This
process will take a few weeks since “you
can't exceed 1/4 inch per week on the
surface of the landfill.”

While the necessary precautions appear
to have been followed by Karnowski and
the EPA, Harris and Hubbard wonder
why there is a pipe leading from the
holding pond directly into Rich Neck
Creek, which Deborah Ferruccio said is 20
to 30 feet from the holding pond. In the
slides shown last weekend, there were
many pictures of other sites with this same
pipe in the landfill area which led directly
to a stream or water source. All of these
dumpsites had leaked into the respective
water sources around them. State officials
say the holding pond is 1/4 mile away
from Rich Neck Creek.

The Federal Register, a public document
on the disposal and marking of PCBs
which was published by the EPA in 1978,
states, “There shall be no hydraulic
connection between the site and standing
or flowing water surface.” When Phillips
and Karnowski were asked if they were
familiar with this public d , both

were unsure of its existence. Karnowski
expressed he was following the
regulations that EPA was telling him to
follow.

Harris and Hubbard are worried that
the water, as it sits in the holding pond,
will seep down into the ground and the
water table which is only seven or eight
feet below.

Karnowski said “this would not happen
because there was a two- foot clay liner in
the pond.” While the clay liner may be
reassuring to some, Roy Williford,
planning director of the Kerr-Tarr
Areawide Clearinghouse Review
Committee, said he thinks otherwise.

In a letter, Williford stated that the
likelihood that the state would find
sufficient clay in the area to make an
impermeable liner to PCB would be low.

“The dump is supposed to last at least
500 years when PCB will be safe, but they
have to keep patching the dump,” said
Harris. The plastic PVC liner is only
guaranteed to last 20 years and if this
much erosion has occurred only eight
weeks after the landfill was sealed, many
questions remain to be answered about the
landfill’s durability in the coming years.

Presently, Warren County citizens are
asking the County commissioners to
request an injunction to stop the state from
pumping the water out. In light of the
confusion that seems to pervade the EPA,
such an investigation appears to be a wise
request.

When the highly-protested PCB dump in Warren
County made national news headlines this fall, Rita
Lavelle still held her job and the Environmental

Protection Agency seemed relatively r d from
the issue, being headquartered far away in
Washington, D.C. Though the agency has received
heavy criticism in the past two years of its 12-year
history, that eriticism was not broughtinto clear focus

until the incidents surrounding the recent firing of

Lavelle.

Seen in this new light, problems with toxic waste
disposal in Warren County and — previous to that —
along other rural North Carolina roads can be related
to what appears to be gross inefficiency at the federal
level. Recently, the national news media has given
extensive coverage to the internal problems of the
EPA. According to Tuesday’s Washington Post, “the
picture that emerges . . . is that of an agency tightly
controlled at the top, characterized by paranoia, back-
biting and little communication with subordinates.”

In the last 18 months, eight senior officials other
than Lavelle have either been fired or haveresigned at
the EPA. The reasons for these vacancies are clouded,
but have been attributed to factors including federal
pressure, allegations of conflict of interest and
mismanagement, and most importantly, to the
“powerful” personality of EPA chief administrator

imult ly in September 1981. Nolan Clark cited
“irreconciliable differences” with Burford, and Frank
Shephard “got fed up . . . and quit.”

Consequently, EPA officials have been severely
understaffed. Edward Kurent resigned last Friday as
EPA’s associate enforcement counsel for waste,
saying, “This program cannot continue even to tread
water without additional personnel and support.”

John Quarles, who served as EPA head under
presidents Nixon and Ford, said, “The workload is
staggering.”

At the same time that many departments
apparently are overworked, others — particularly
those which involve enforcement of private industry
under Lavelle — appear to have the opposite problem.
Jeffrey Miller, who resigned as assistant
administrator of enforcement in 1981, said, “There
isn’t very much enforcement going on.” According to
the Washington Post, he said that the main job of
enforcement officials was to “get along with, not
antagonize, industry and local officials.”

The White House previously has steadfastly
supported Burford, but clearly this is changing. Senior
presidential aides recently have said the

administration will consider the firing of Burford, if
necessary. According to John Dingall, chairman of the
House Energy and Commerce Committee, “Her words
are hollow, and the public health and safety sufferasa
result of it.”

The following are some of the more noticeable
contributions to the lapse of a congressional and
environmental support of the EPA:

© $53.6 million has disappeared from the Superfund,
the monies administered by Lavelle which were set
aside in 1980 to clean toxic waste sites. So far, the
ostensible reason for the loss has been an “error in
bookkeeping.”

© Only five of the 170 waste sites marked for cleanup
have been dealt with. There are 14,000 sites in the
nation.

e EPA officials have been accused of covering up
media warnings of the presence of dioxin in certain
waste areas. Dioxin is one of the most dangerous toxic
chemical substances, ‘and has alreadly caused
problems with disposal. Times Beach, Missouri, a
suburb of St. Louis, was evacuated in 1982 — at an
estimated cost of $47 million — because of rain erosion
of soil covering dioxin along roadsides.

® Burford has been cited for contempt of court for
refusing to relinguish records related to

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Tax: for the birds

GREENSBORO (AP) — North Carolinians could
earmark all or part of their state income tax refund to
protect non-game wildlife under legislation promoted
by state wildlife officials.

The bill, sponsored by Sen. Joseph Thomas, D-
Craven, chairman of the Natural and Economic
Recources Committee, would allow taxpayers to check
off on their tax forms a donation to the effort.

At least 20 other states have enacted similar
legislation. Neighboring Virginia reportedly raised
$350,000 in the first year of its program.

Wildlife officials say the proposal could generate as
much as $750,000 in North Carolina to help protect
endangered species such as the red-cockaded
woodpecker.

The rare birds apparently lost another part of its
shrinking habitat — a 241-acre forest at Southern
Pines — when the land’s owner, the golfing resort
Pinehurst, Inc., cut down the forest.

The incident, which outraged some Southern Pines
residents, is under investigation by fedéral wildlife
officials under the national Endangered Species Act.

A state nongame program might have made a
difference in the Pinehurst controversy, said W.
Vernon Bevill, executive director of the N.C. Wildlife
Resources Commission, and Phillip Doerr, associate
professor of zoology and forestry at N.C. State
University.

Doerr said the Pinehurst tract contained several tall
long-leaf pine trees, which are used by the birds for
nests.

A goal of a wildlife program would be to list special
habitats of endangered species for research and to
alert large landowners to the ecological importance of
their property, said Bevill.

Doerr said if he or other biologists had been
consulted, “I think the job could have been done in a
way to retain the redcockaded woodpecker nesting
sites, allow the economic (timber sale) gain and also
leave the site economically more valuable for
(residential) development.”
