
Davis challenges Jesse Helms 

Alumnus makes Senetorial bid

"Some people in Washington, like the incumbent 
senator from North Carolina, hold many news con­
ferences and are highly visible on the Senate floor, but 
don't do a whole lot" according to North Carolina state 
senator Lawrence Davis. In a speech before the Duke 
Democrats Wednesday night, Davis made several re­
ferences to U.S. Senator Jesse Helms, the conservative 
and oft-times controversial legislator from North 
Carolina. 

Davis, a Democratic congressman from Forsyth Coun­
ty and a Duke law school graduate, is running for the 
U.S. Senatorial nomination. Opposing Davis for the 
nomination thus far are state senator MacNeil Smith, 
businessman Luther Hodges and Gastonia senator Dave 
McKnight. The winner of the May primary will have in­
cumbent Helms in the November election 

Helms not r epresen ta t ive 

Davis characterized Helms as "someone the people of 
North Carolina cannot identify with," and offered 
himself as a candidate who would appeal to all democrats 
and all North Carolinians. 

"There is no way Helms can win," said Davis, "if the 
Democrats nominate a candidate they can all identify 
with." 

In his opening remarks, Davis said Helms' has been 
unable to "have one single bill passed." He hasn't got any 
bills passed may be fortunate after all." 

Helms a n d George III 
Davis compared Helms' opposition to the Panama 

Canal Treaty to that of King George II with respect to 
the colonies. 

"We should not consider ourselves wed to the 1903 
treaty," continued Davis." I favor the treaty, and think 
we should solve Panama's problems without forfeiting 
our own rights." 

Davis said he fears the possibility of a war within 
Panama if the treaty is not ratified. 

Davis called the balancing of the federal budget and 
the reduction of the federal deficit the major problems 
facing the United States today. 

"Cut t ing the fa t" 
He favors "cutting the fat out of federal programs." 

Davis claimed that state budget cuts made while he was 
Chairman of the N.C. State base budget committee, 
saved $30 million dollars a year. 

However, Davis cautioned that a balanced budget 
should depend on the inflation and unemployment rates 
of the time. "The real name of the game is to approach 
[inflation and unemployment] at the same time." 

To reduce unemployment Davis said he favors a "com­
pulsory individual service requirement" Under his plan, 
each person would be required to serve in the military, 
Peach Crops or comparable social service agency. ' I t ' s 
about time," said Davis, "we let people know there's 
nothing wrong with doing something for your country." 

Davis echoed the themes of J immy Carter 's Presiden­
tial campaign in saying, "The individual issues of this 
campaign are far less important . .than the amount of in­
terest and confidence the people of North Carolina have 
in their government" He said the attitude that "most 
politicians are crooks" typifies America's attitude, out 
not North Carolina's, towards its elected officials.

Local union files petition to organize 
workers' election at Duke hospital

Local 77 of the American Federa­

tion of State, County and Muncipial 
Employees announced Wednesday i t 
is prepared to file a petition with the 
National Labor Relations Board to 
organize a union election in Duke 
Hospital. 

Kim Pittman, an organizer who 
works out of the national union office 
in Washington, has come to Durham 
to run the campaign. 

Last year, only local organizers 
worked to unionize the hospital 
employes. Pit tman is confident that 
wi th the assistance of the national of­
fice, the unions golas will be me t 

"Vicious t ac t i c s" 
Pi t tman said he is "shocked by the 

vicious tactics Duke is employing to 
defeat the union drive. 

'Tve never seen anything like 
this," he sa id "I had expected Duke 
to be more liberal." He was referring 
to antiunion leaflets allegedly which 
have been included in hospital 
workers' pay envelopes. 

Representatives of the University 
were unavailable for comment on 
this last n igh t 

Earl ier this month the University 
proposed hospital wage increases for 
January 1978.These wage boosts will 
comply w i t h t h e new federal 
minimum wage. Yet persons a t the 
top of the pay scale will not be get­
ting any automatic raises. 

In addi ton to low pay, fewer 
holidays and inadequate grievance 
procedures are factors which provoke 
displeasure among the organizers. 

P i t tman said he equates Duke 

with J .P. Stevens, whom labor calls 
the "number one labor law violator 
in the country." Referring to past an­
ti-union campaign tactics, Pi t tman 
said tha t if "Duke pulls that again, 
folks all over the country will learn 
exactly who they [Duke officials) are. 
Duke University will become a na­
tional target of labor [leaders] ever­
ywhere." 

The National Labor Relations 
Board must approve a petition filed 
on behald of the union to oversee an 
election. Last year, there was an 8 
month delay between the filing day 
and the election. The Labor Law 
Reform Act approved by the House of 
Representatives last Thursday, al­
lows for no more than 25 days before 
an election is to be held "If we can't 

Clevaveland, stated that 
this was normal procedure 
for selecting a graduate 
school dean. He noted that 
Chancellor Pye played 3 
particularly important role 
in Carrington's selection 
due to his closeness to the 
field of law. 

Cleaveland emphasized 
that, in the eyes of Duke's 
t o p a d m i n i s t r a t o r s , 
academic excellence and 
adminis t ra t ive capability 
and ta lent comprise the 
primary criteria for selec­
tion.

Dellinger, the acting de­

an, noted that the Law 
School search committee 
firmly believed that obtain­
ing a nationally-recognized 
s c h o l a r w a s t h e f i r s t 
priority. 

D e l l i n g e r , w h o h a s 
served as acting dean for 
two years, did not interview 
for t h e d e a n s h i p . He 
declined consideration, say­
ing he did not feel this was 
the proper t ime in his 
career to become a dean. 
Dellinger and Cleaveland 
both said that others were 
considered for the post but 
declined to reaveal names. 

De l l inge r emphas ized 
that, due to upcoming re­
tirements within the law 
faculty, the most important 
c h a l l e n g e f ac ing C a r ­
rington when he assumes 
the post in July of 1978 will 
be the attraction of out­
standing scholars to the 
law faculty. 

E n h a n c i n g l i b r a r y 
Contacted in Ann Arbor, 

Car r ing ton agreed with 
Dellinger's assessment con-
c e r n i n g t h e r e c r u i t i n g 
c h a l l e n g e . C a r r i n g t o n 
added tha t he aimed to 
enhance the law library's 

collection, which he feels to 
be the law school's greatest 

Carrington said he sees 
the major strengths of the 
Law School in the faculty, 
the student body and the 
fact tha t theLaw Schoolis a 
part of a "first-rate" un­
iversity. 

He does not place much 
confidence in the "populari­
ty polls" which rate law 
schools, noting that no one 
is qualified to make a com­
pletely objective judge­
m e n t . C a r r i n g t o n sa id 
Duke is one of the best 
private law schools in the 
nation, but it is not quite on 
the par of the "most noted 
private law schools." 

T e x a s na t ive 
A native of Texas, Car­

r ington graduated from 
Harvard Law School in 
1955. After teaching at 
Wyoming, Indiana, and 
Ohio State, he joined the 
law faculty at the Universi­
ty of Michigan in 1965. 

C a r r i n g t o n ' s m a j o r 
scholarly contribution has 
been in civil procedure, 
where he has co-authored a 
casebook and written ex­
t e n s i v e l y on a p p e l l a t e 
courts. A major figure in 
the field of legal education, 
Carrington produced The 
Carrington Report, which 
analyses the future of legal 
education. 

From 1968 to 1971, he 
served as Director of the 
Curriculum Study Project 
for t h e Assoc ia t ion of 
American Law Schools. He 
is presently chairman of 
the Accreditation Commit­
tee of the Association. 

F i r s t t ime

WASHINGTON —Presi­
dent Car ter tried to put 
new life into his badly 
mangled energy program 
Thursday by angrily accus­
ing the American oil in­
dustry of being uninterest­
ed in solutions to the na­
tion's energy problems and 
intent on staging "the big­
gest ripoff in history." 

"The oil companies ap­
parently want it all," he 
said grimly in a nationally 
televised news conference 
a t which he warned, of 
"potential war profiteer­
ing" by the companies in an 
"impending energy crisis." 

Oil opposes 
In uncharacter is t ical ly 

stern tones, Carter iden­
tified the petroleum lobby 
as the major source of op­
position to his energy pro­
gram and suggested that 
d ives t i tu re of the com­
panies and gasoline ration­
i n g w e r e a m o n g t h e 
a l t e r n a t i v e a c t i o n s he 
m i g h t p u r s u e if t h e 
Congress should fail to pro­
duce energy legislation ac­
ceptable to him. 

The oil industry chose to 
respond to the president's 
attack by emphasizing that 
it also was interested in 
adopt ion of a na t iona l 
energy policy. In a brief 

s t a tement , F rank Ikard, 
president of the American 
Petroleum Institute which 
represents the major oil 
c o m p a n i e s , s a i d " t h e 
petroleum industry is deep­
ly concerned about the 
energy situation" in the 
Uni ted S ta t e s and "for 
many years, the industry 
has urged the adoption of a 
comprehens ive na t iona l 
energy policy."

group aims for unstrained honesty

"Most gays on the Duke campus pretend they are not 

gay. Ninety-nine percent of the time they are successful. 
However, it soon becomes a strain. They shouldn't have 
to pretend," said John Martin, organizer of the Duke Gay 
Alliance. 

The Alliance, first developed in 1972, is a t tempt ing to 
re-establish itself this year, after two years of inactivity. 
The alliance is holding an organizational meeting Sun­
day, October 16 a t 7 p.m. in the Bast Campus Center. 

According to Martin, a graduate student in history, the 
purpose of the alliance "is to provide an opportunity for 
gays to meet other g a y s . . . without having to go 
absolutely public." 

Ta lk open ly 
Martin also said the organization will give those who 

are questioning their sexuality the opportunity to ta lk 
openly about their feelings. 

Carol Mortimer, an undergraduate involved with re­
establishing the Alliance, said, "We will serve whatever 
needs the students and faculty present The group can be 
political, supportive, social, or jus t based around pot-luck 
suppers." 

She said the group would be equally supportive of gay 
men and women and bi-sexuals. She also said she hoped 
panels would be available to discuss anything related U> 
gayness with the Duke community at large. 

C h a n g i n g a t t i t udes? 
Atti tudes toward the gay community a t Duke have 

varied over the past five years. According to Martin, 
when the alliance was originally formed, Duke President 
Terry Sanford considered cutting off ASDU money ap­
propriated to the Alliance. 

Sanford, Martin said, sought direct intervention with 
ASDU's payments bu t then backed off. "I guess he re­
alized the controversy generated by it would not be worth 
i t " 

Three years ago, the Duke Gay Alliance requested a 
clause be added to the University's affirmative action 
hiring policy to protect the rights of homosexuals, Martin 
said. 

The request was rejected because, according to Chan­
cellor Kenneth Pye,"We don't try to have policies unless 
we perceive a problem or the government announces one. 
And it has never been a problem," a t Duke. 

Conversely, student reaction has not amounted to 
much of anything, Martin said "I do hear loud un­
pleasant remarks when I pass by some people. Also, in 
the p a s t w® never had to worry about taking down our 
flyers (promoting DGA activities) because people seemed 
to tear them down pretty quickly." 

Martin said the alliance has never had any problems 
getting money from ASDU, although some legislators 
have, in the past, made vocal objections. 

(Mortimer said the group has no plans for ASDU fund­
ing this year because the Alliance does not a t the mo­
ment know what it will be doing.) 

The reaction to the alliance from the gay community 
over the past two years, has not been overwhelming, 
Martin said. He attributed the lack of interest of "the 
trend on college campuses away from any kind of or­
ganization which people see as political, radical or simp­
ly non-conformist People have become more con­
servative. People, especially undergraduates, a r e less 
willing to stick their neck out in any way." 

However, Mortimer said, the increasing number of bat­
tles for gay rights during the past year has renewed in­
terest in a gay organization a t Duke. 

Ani ta c a u s e 
"Specifically, Anita Bryant was the impetus for start­

ing the group. Her case reactivated interest in a support 
group for people who now have to deal with their own 
feelings, she said 

Mortimer said she has "informal commitments" from 
15 people who are planning to attend Sunday's meeting. 

She said that the Alliance will be working with 
PISCES. 'Tt is an established system of information, they 
(PISCES counselors) are professional in the field and 
they are accesible most of the time." 

'Tm hoping the DGA can act as a service they can refer 
people to," she added.

Duke buildings: history of names—Part II 
Gross Chemisty Building - Named for 
Dr. Paul M. Gross, who was a dean and 
vice president of Duke. He also served as a 
faculty member from 1919 until 1965. 

H a n e s House - Named for Elizabeth P. 
Hanes, wife of Dr. Frederick Moir Hanes. 
Dr. Hanes was the founding head of the 
department of medicine in 1933. 

Iron Dukes - This term has been in use 
since 1938. The football team finished the 
regular season not only undefeated, but 
also unscored upon. (What ever happened 
to the "good ol' days?") 

J a r v i s - Named for North Carolina gov-
enor Thomas J. Jarvis. (1879-1885) He 
was a Trinity trustee and delivered the 
corner stone address when it was moved to 
Durham. 

Kilgo Quad - Named for John Carlisle 
Kilgo who was president for sixteen years. 
He is particularly remembered for his pre­
aching and crusades either supporting or 
denouncing various causes. 

Lost Quad - This has received its name 
because it is the only quad that is two 
away from the main quad. For those want­
ing to know what dorms are lost back 
t h e r e , t hey a r e BOG, B u c h a n n o n , 
Warwick, and Windsor.

Spectrum 

C e n t e r - marshall Pickens was the 
chairman of the Duke University Endow­
ment from 1973 - 1975. He was also the 
last football center that played under the 
name of Trinity. 

Mary Duke Biddle Building - Named 
in honor of Mary Duke Biddle who was the 
daughter of Benjamin N. Duke and grand­
daugh te r of Washington Duke. She 
graduated from Trinity in 1907, and gave 
tremendous amounts of both time and 
money to Duke. 

Memor ia l Gym - This gym was built as 
a memorial to all the males that attended 
and were attending Trinity during World 
war I and lost their lives. 

Oak Room - The room had just been 
paneled (as it is now) after being convert­
ed from dorm rooms; the paneling was 
Oak, hence - the Oak Room. 

P a g e Auditorium - Named for both 
Walter Hines Page (died 1975) and his 
nephew Allison Page. Allison Page was 
the first undergraduate of Duke to die in 
World War I. He should have graduated in 
1920. 

P e g r a m - Named for William Howell 
Peg ram. He e n t e r e d Tr in i ty , as a 
freshman, at the age of twenty-three. 
After completing Trinity he stayed on to 

teach. (Astronomy, Geology, Public Speak­
ing, and Anatomy, but he preferred 
Chemistry above all the others.) He died 
after sixty years of service. 

Perkins Library - Named for William 
R. Perkins who was a close associate of 
James B. Duke. He was a lawyer and head 
of the Duke Endowment 

Seeley G. Mudd communications 
Center and Library - The Seeley G. 
Mudd fund of Los Angeles gave 1.5 million 
dollars to help build this library. 

Southgate - Named in memorium of 
James Haywood Southgate who served as 
president of Trinity's board of trustees for 
many years. 

T o w n R o o m - Thought to have gained 
its name from the old Town houses, which 
were meeting houses between East and 
West campus. 

Union Building - The name seems to 
have evolved in 1930. In 1941 a Christmas 
dinner was sponsored for the visiting 
Oregon State football team. They could 
not be home with their families because a 

week later was the Rose Bowl game. The 
game was played in Wallace Wade (1942) 
because Pearl Harbour had just been at­
tacked. 

Wallace Wade Stadium - Named for 
Wallace Wade in 1967. He took die foot­
ball team to the Rose Bowl. His career re­
corded at Duke was; 103 wins, 33 losses, 
and 7 ties. 

W a n n a m a k e r Hall - Named for 
William H. Wannamaker who was a Duke 
faculty member for forty-six years, as well 
as dean, vice president, and vice.chan­
cellor. He was also responsible for bring­
ing Wallace Wade to Duke as a football 
coach. 

Wilson H o u s e - Named for Mary Grace 
Wilson who was the social director on the 
original staff of the woman's College in 
1930. She retired from her post as dean of 
undergraduate women in 1970. 

York Chape l - Named for BranUey 
York who was the first principal of Union 
Institute: Dukes forerunner.

the choreography was or­
dinary. The dancers moved 
obediently from one side of 
the stage to the other. They 
appeared nervous and self-
conscious. The leaping run 
at the end was a nice touch. 

Daughters of Mourning 
was a strange mixture of 
modern and classical, with 
highly emotional over­
tones. The theme was unre­
quited love, the daughters 
caught in some strange 
place controlled by a death­
like governess. 

The costumes were 

austere black dresses ac­
cented by broad diagonal 
bands across the skirts, 
creating a dissonant tone 
which carried through the 
whole dance. There was a 
great deal of movement in 
the choreography on one 
level. The dancers fell to 
the floor only at the bizarre 
conclusion. The overall af­
fect of Daughters of Mourn­
ing was strange, shocking 
and poignant 

The last and best piece, 
the Handel suite, opened 
with ballerinas being car­
ried by their male coun­

terparts, as if they needed 
protection and support. The 
theme quickly moved into 
one of de l ica te and 
beautiful sexuality. Two 
dancers, a male and a 
female, flew about the 
stage like white doves 
touching and lying upon 
one another, creating a 
warm enticing feeling. 

This dance was great fun 
and fulfilled the expecta­
tions for the sensational 
ballet corps the Milwaukee 
professes to be. Though 
they are not as sensational 
as the international ballets 
of New York, they do have 
talent, creativity and 
potential.

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Jazz comes to Duke 

Ballet disappoints

The Milwaukee Ballet is 
talented a t putting on the 
appearance of a highly pro­
fessional group, bu t the 
danc ing effect was an-
ticlimactic. The program 
Tuesday night consisted of 
four pieces, three of which 
were dubbed efforts to pro­
duce "a harmonious in­
te rp lay of dancer s . . . a 
s e r i e s o f 
d i v e r t i s s m e n t s . . . exhibit­
ing highly developed craf-
t . . . or themes of maternal 
domination, family pride, 
passionate love and greed" 
The choreography was well 
done. T h e dance r s a r e 
talented and put forth ef­
fort, but the dances were 
not exceptional. They bare­
ly do what they say they 
will, bu t often with no 
sensational organization or 
unusual dance steps. 

The fourth piece was set 
t o H a n d e l ' s R o y a l 
F i r e w o r k s a n d W a t e r 
Music suites. Because this 
piece started with great 
music, and because the 
choreographer , Marjorie 
Mussman, was more in­
spired, the Handel suite 
was exceptional in com­
par ison wi th the other 
pieces. With exuberance 

and excitement the dancers 
whirled about the stage, 
music and ballet was one. 

One de t a i l t h a t was 
bothersome throughout the 
evening was that the dan­
cers occasionally lost their 
balance. The beauty of a 
ballet is spoiled when the 
dancers descent to such 
human levels. It is a shame 
to put up with a mediocre 

performance when addi­
tional practice could have 
e l e v a t e d t h e med ioc re 
performance. 

The first piece. Partita, 
was a s tyl ized modern 
dance. It was very well 
done, but small imperfec­
tions took away from the 
overall effect The costumes 
for Pas de Six were nice, but

This Saturday night one of the most 

commercially successful stars of the jazz 
world, Chuck Mangione, will bring his 
new quintet here for an evening of jam-
rock fusion music 

Some of my jazz snob friends refer to 
Mangione as a strictly "white bread" 
player. As one critic put it, "he picks up his 
horn and spills out Cream of Wheat laced 
with dollar signs." But don't be misguided 
Chuck Mangione never fails to knock out 
his audience. The last time I saw him in 
Miami 5000 people were howling for a 
third encore. At a recent concert in Cen­
tral Park thousands of enthsiasts sat hud­
dled in the pouring rain under a sea of 
black u m b r e l l a s chant ing for more 
Mangione. 

For the record, Chuck Mangione, a 
former instructor at the Eastman School 
of Music, plays fluglehorn (a mellower 
version of the trumpet) and doubles on 
electric piano. His musical style always 
seems to be developing. While with Art 
Blakey and the Jazz Messengers (in the 

Mid 60's) he played with Keith Ja r re t t 
and Chick Corea, although their influence 
is not evident After this tenure, Mangione 
pioneered a new jazz format in a band 
with no polytonal instruments (i.e., no 
piano or guitar) — a format which de­
m a n d e d a n d p e r m i t t e d i n c r e d i b l e 
virtuosity from all players. Later, with 
brother Gap Mangione, saxophonist Gerry 
Niewood, and soulful vocalist Ester Sat-
terfield, Mangione was playing his best 
known music—usually accompanied by a 
40-piece orchestra. 

Several of his albums have had the 
dubious distinction of winning Grammy 
awards and he's always winning some 
Downbeat Reader's Poll award. You've 
probably heard "Land of Make Believe," 
or perhaps the recent pasteurized funk of 
"Main Squeeze". 

Saturday's concert will feature music 
from his just-released album, but you can 
bank on hearing some of the Mangione 
classics such as "The Land of Make 
Believe," "Hill Where the Lord Hides,", 
"Soft," or "Chase the Clouds Away," ail of 
which sound as ethereal as they appear.

Buehler expects the meet to be "A shoot out a t the O.K. 
corral." It should also provide an excellent perparation 
for the upcoming conference and national meets. 

The Tarheels are lead by Ralph King and Gary 
Hofstetter. King was the 1500M and 500M champiion in 
the ACC outdoor track meet last year. Hofstetter was the 
10,00OM champion and he came in second in the 500M. 
They have come in one-two in all their meets this year, 
and Duke harrier, Bynum Merr i t t will be hard pressed 
to break up this duo.

The legend of Wallace Wade 
M e n t i o n t h e n a m e 

Wal lace Wade to most 
D u k e s t u d e n t s , a n d a 
4 0 , 0 0 0 s e a t f o o t b a l l 
stadium comes to mind 
But, there is a man behind 
that concrete structure and 
he is responsible for many 
things tha t go on a t Duke 
today. 

Wallace Wade first came 
to Duke in 1931 after a suc­
cessful coaching career at 
Alabama and Vanderbilt 
He also was a star player at 
Brown. 

When Wade first came to 
Durham, the fortunes ot the 
Blue Devils on the gridiron 
were generally on the up­
s w i n g . J a m e s D e h a r t 
coached the 1930 Duke 
squad to an 8-1-2 season, 
best in the school's history. 
But , before Wade left 
Durham, the Blue Devils 
were to accomplish things 
in footba l l t h a t D u k e 
p a r t i s a n s h a d n e v e r 
dreamed possible. 

"Our prospect in football 
wasn't so good at first," 
Wade sa id "My first job 
was ot inc rease s p i r i t 
among the students." Wade 
accomplished this increase 
in enthusiasm primarily by 
winning, an incredible 110 
times in 16 years. 

Success came immediate­
ly for Wade at Duke. In his 

initial season, the Blue 
Devils posted a 5-3-2 mark 
and won 80 games over the 
next 10 years, including 
t w o R o s e B o w l a p ­
pearances. 

A l t h o u g h D u k e h a d 
many outstanding teams 
during Wade's tenure, the 
former Blue Devil mentor 
would not point to any one 
team as better than the 
others. "We had fine teams 
in 1933,1938, and 1941, but 
1 wouldn't want to say 
which is better because 
some of those players might 
get on me," he mused 

During an outstanding 
career like Wade's, a coach 
will have an opportunity to 
coach many star players. 
Wade was no exception to 
this rule. 

'1 coached a number of 
players that have been in­
ducted into the National 
Football Hall of Fame, in­
cluding Johnny Mac Brown 

at Alabama and five Duke 
players," he said. Wade is 
also a member of the Hall 
of Fame. 

Fred Crawford, Dan Hill, 
E r i c T i p t o n , G e o r g e 
McAfee, a n d C l a r e n c e 
" A c e " P a r k e r a r e t h e 
former Blue Devil stars in 
the Hall of Fame. All five 
p l ayed d u r i n g Wade ' s 
tutelage. 

Wade pointed to the dif­
ferences in the quality of 
high school coaching as a 
major change in college 
football since his days at 
the helm. "We very seldom 
played a player until he 
was a junior . The step 
between high school and 
college was bigger then," he 
said. 

Two examples of this 
were P a r k e r a n d Hill. 
Although Hill was captain 
of the 1938 Iron Dukes 
team that went undefeated 
and unscored upon during 

the regular season, Wade 
said, "Dan was more proud 
of the fact that he started 
a l l o u r g a m e s in h i s 
sophomore season." He also 
mentioned that Parker did 
not s tar t until the middle of 
his sophomore year. 

Wade noted another ma­
jor change that has oc­
curred in football since his 
career ended "I never have 
favored two-platoon foot­
ball. Football should be 
conducted for the benefit of 
the students who compete 
and I believe that playing 
both ways builds more 
character in the players," 
he said. 

He cited the quarterback 
as an example, "The passer 
may love to pass, but if he is 

made to block and tackle, 
he l e a r n s s o m e t h i n g , " 
Wade sa id He added, "My 
definition of character is 
t h e c a p a c i t y t o do 
something you ought to do 
that you don't want to." 

Wade also pointed out 
other advantages of one-
p l a t o o n footbal l . " T h e 
economy of the institution 
would have a tremendous 
drain removed from its 
f i n a n c e s i n t e r m s of 
scholarships and the over­
all cost of the program," he 
said. 

Although the same few 
teams seem to dominate the 
top twen ty every year, 
Wade says this is no dif­
ferent "What is happening 
t oday is no t u n u s u a l . 

Ed Turlington 
Michigan has been good 
since t h e ear ly 1900's, 
along with Alabama," he 
said. 

He also recalled that "the 
Ivy League once dominated 
football, but their higher 
standards caught up with 
them," he sa id 

Although he credited the 
academic standards of Ivy 
League schools as causing 
their demise in football, 
Wade does not feel Duke 
should lower its standards.
