almost unique gift of forty million dollars set up the
wonderful institution at which we are all receiving our
education.

And, until recently, the phrase “Mr. Duke’s College”
was literally true in almost every way.

But, as the times have changed, so has the situation
and the peculiar circumstances which made this institu-
tion the lineal descendant of a bag of Bull Durham to-
bacco.

NO LONGER DOES THE INTEREST FROM THE
DUKE ENDOWMENT PROVIDE ENOUGH OPERAT-
ING CAPITAL TO PAY FOR THE YEARLY COST OF
THE UNIVERSITY UPKEEP. Now it is necessary for
the University to turn to its alumni for financial aid.

Last year—the first time that Duke has called on its
alumni for any large measure of financial assistance—the
Alumni Association collected $112,000 for its Loyalty
Fund.

Alumni response was unprecedented in this initial
fund raising campaign, and the $100,000 goal was over-
subscribed. This year the Alumni Association will at-
tempt to raise an estimated $150,000.

Because of this development, the phrase “Mr. Duke’s
College,” is now the subject of some slight revision. The
alumni of Duke and the students themselves are now as-
suming an ever increasing role of importance to the life
and the future of the University. A role which is being
recognized by Duke's leaders.
