IE relieved itself on the victim's
shoulder. Besides, this should nol interfere with data
collecting abilities, although it does argue for the use of
water-proof pens.

The responsao to cur reguest for housing
on Central Campus thes far has been
overwhelmingly positive. The vast major-
ity af both the administration and stu-
dents have besn supportive of our efforts
and optimistic that they will ultimately be
sueessafii], Thers hnve_ howsver, boen som
objectians, mast notably from Tha
Chronicle's editorial boprd. 1 would have
welcomed the opportunity to discuss the
proposal with the bosrd bol sinee they did
nol contast Alphs Phi Alphs before an-
nouncing thoir opposition to our proposal,
I mu=t use this forum to fully explain our
pogition to the student body.

First. it should be noted that this is not
& racial issue. Alpha Phi Alphs is asking
that its members be housed together on
the campus where our members carrently
reside. The fact that Alpha Phi Alphaisa
predominantly black fraternity is for
should be) irrelevant to the eventual deci-
sion of the administration. Placing Alpha
Phi Alpha on West will not in itself im-
prove racial relations at Duke. Potiing 18
more blavks oo West will not in dtsell
improve relations greastly; indtiating con-
vergation with people from different racinsl
groups-will. By {raming olr proposal ina
racial context, The Chronicle’s editorial
board has once seain shown that the lack
of blpek members an the baard seriousiy
impades its ability to understand issues
which even remolely affect the black com-
munity. This Isck is a sarious flaw fora
body which purpoerts to represent the en-
tire Dule community.

Housing Alpha Phi Alpha on Central
Campus will notworsen the hoasing short-
age. All of our members already live on
Cantral except for the freshmen, We sre
Just asking for the privilege of hving to-
gether. A privilege that the University hns
readily granted to other fraternities which
have expressed the desire to do s0, The
reasong why we choose to live on Central
Campus are as diverse as the individuals
which make up our fraternity. That we all
prefor to live on Central is cleir; the rea-
sons for excluding fraternities from Cen-
tral are not. The Chroniele’s editorial board
assorts that people move to Central to get
away from fraternities. We arpuo that our
fraternity brothers have long resided on
Central Campus and thal the rearranging

of what is already here will do Lttle to
changn tha atmosphore of Central Camn-
pus. Our faternity is much different from
those that dominate East and West cam-
puses. We ' do not have "kegs.” we sponsor
anly one or two parties s semester and we
do not like the atmosphere an the other
campuses gny more than the othar atu-
dents who decide to hve here, Contral
Campus, just like the largercommunity, is
constantly evolving. West Campus was
budlt o house men, exclusively. Central
Compus was budlt to house graduate stu-
dentsand East Campus was built to houss
women. Why should change be embraced
on the other campuses and forbidden hara?
By steadily increasing the number of un-
dergruduates living on Central, the ad-
muinistration fundamentally altered the
purpese of Uentral and encournged its in-
tegration into campus life, making change
inevitable.

It should ba noted that Central Campus
iz not o all black campus or oven @ pre-
dominantly black campus. This common
misponception coincides with the wide-
spread bilief that blacks on this campus
segregale thamselves from the larger com-
munity. Each hlack student at Dulee Tins-
versity had made o consciois dedsion not
to attend a historically black institution
and has thersfore made o tangthle effort to
inergase interaction and understanding
among the races: The time has come for
whites to share the burden of lmproving
racial reigtions. I'or foo long this barden
hias been placed squarely on the showlders
of Blacks with whites baing responsible
only for demding the right plsce [or
prograss. Fopeing Alphs Phi Alpha to live
on West in order to gmin housing would
gond the wrong messsge 1o the University
eommuanity, Blacks should not be forcad to
choose between gminimg the privileges
readily granted to whites and piving up
the culture and sense of community which
has allowed us Lo persevere. For thase and
other reasons, Alpha Phi Alpha shoald be
granted housing on Central Campus.

Incident at country club disappointing

To the editor:
My attention was drawn to your recent
letters ing the Willowhaven Coun-

try Club because of my own experiences
when I moved to Durham two years ago.

[ moved to Durham after living in rural
South Carolina for four years while my
wife provided Ob-Gyn care to a medically
underserved county under the aegis of the
National Health Service Corps. As we
lsokad for housing in South Caroling, it
was pathetie to the point of comedy as the
local renltors and hospital administrators
serambled o steer us, two black physi-
cians from Boston, to housing that would
not disrupt the delicate balance of racial
tolerance.

We survived South Caroling and meved
to Durbam where we were warned that
momney eould buy ns the living accommada-
tipnz of our choice, but that membarshipin
certain country clubs was off hmits to
blacks. The Willowhaven Country Club
was specficaily and emphatically men-

tinmed.

When Mr. Walker and Mr, Brown re-
sponded to recent inecidents at the
Willowhaven Country Club, Lhad hoped to
read that the image of Willowhaven was
incorrect and failed to reflect its current
policy ofnon-discrimination. Instead, these
gentlemen focused on the issue of how
private parties are to be conducted at the
*Chab.™

They informed us of the several Jewish
and “minority” members their elub hag:
Howuever, they earefully avoided use of the
word black. Was this because there are no
black members? Or is it because
Willowhaven is embarrassed to acknowl-
edge their membership?

I moved to Durham because it, like the
University, has tremendous potential for
growth. It appears that both need to grow
in more than simply size.
